Fair Housing Matters (9 am—12 pm)

This seminar illuminates federal and local laws surrounding fair housing, includ-
ing what constitutes discrimination, who is protected from discrimination, and
what we can do to reduce the negative impact of housing discrimination in our
communities. Those in attendance will receive an in-depth lesson on the federal
Fair Housing Act, legal rights for persons with disabilities, accessibility, advertis-
ing guidelines, and more.

This training will offer impartial information on the rights and responsibilities of
both tenants and landlords before, during, and after tenancy. The content focus-
es on frequently asked questions about failure to pay rent, rent escrow, security
deposits, eviction procedures, lead paint abatement, and proper notice to and
from landlords.
